Report from the School Board  

Strategic Plan : Part One  

The Holy Cross School Board is thrilled to update you 

regarding the work the Board has been conducting over the 

last seven months. As many of you may know, a little over a 

year ago Holy Cross School began a journey to review its 

past, understand its present and envision its future. It did this 

through a process called a Future Search. Basically, this 

ñwhole systemò approach to planning invites a diverse group 

of people to come together in a very focused meeting to 

analyze the groupôs strengths and weaknesses and to use this 

information to begin to formulate a strategic plan for the 

future. In May 2006, Holy Cross School convened such a 

meeting and invited a large group of parents, parishioners 

and supporters to participate. While there was a diversity of 

opinion, suggestions and recommendations, five themes 

began to emerge as critical and drew consensus within the 

group. The result of the Future Search was the adoption of 

these themes as the new strategic directions for Holy Cross 

School and the School Board was charged with 

incorporating these directions into a five year plan that 

would be ambitious, but attainable and would usher in a new 

era of growth for the school. The five directions are: 

1. Communicate the purpose and mission of Holy 

Cross School. Articulate a concise, consistent phrase 

that is teachable, marketable and identifiable by all.  

2. Research and assess marketing, endowment and 

development options to broaden and strengthen our 

economic base.  

3. Research and develop a plan for allocation of 

resources as they pertain to facilities, professional 

development, administration, and compensation.  

4. Evaluate and expand curriculum to better serve 

diverse student needs.  

5. Maintain Catholic traditions and identity.  

As your School Board, we have taken this charge seriously 

and it is our major focus for the near future. During the 

summer months, the Board conducted a retreat where we 

spent an intense day reviewing the Schoolôs mission 

statement and setting our goals and timeline for the strategic 

plan. We developed five committees each dedicated to a 

strategic direction and invited members of the Holy Cross 

School to join these committees to help us develop the action 

steps, timelines and costs to fulfill each objective. The 

committees have met over the last few months and are 

making great progress. Great thanks go to the parents and 

School supporters who have lent us their time and talent and 

wisdom. They have deeply enriched this process and the 

Boardôs work is all the better for it.
